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The Temple of All Religions
(Xpam Bcex pesmrmii)

A unique architectural complex, situated in Kazan, Russia, established by
a philanthropist Illdar Khanov in 1992, consists of 16 major religious
architectures including a church, a mosque, and a synagogue, among
others, stands as a symbol of religious unity where all religions can come
together in harmony.

It is not an active temple of any religion, but rather, as Khanov describes
its mission, a "temple of culture and truth". It has become a popular
landmark in the city of Kazan, which takes pride in the peaceful
combination of different cultures (Islamic Tatar culture, Orthodox
Russian, and others).
